I thought this month | would
tell you about the weather and climate in Ireland.

The coldest months in Ireland are January and February, while July
and August are warmest: just like in Japan. Over the year it gener-
ally gets no colder than 1 degree Celsius or warmer than about 20
degrees Celsius. Of course, this is quite different to Japan, as our
summers are much cooler, and a lot less humid. This summer in
Japan, | was amazed at the weather. The heat wasn't so bad, but
the humidity was very difficult to cope with. | have never experi-
enced weather like that before!

Typically, summers in Ireland have warm, sunny weather with a
few fluffy clouds in the sky. There is an occasional light shower of
rain, but summers are dry for the most part.

Typical winter weather in Ireland is clouds and rain with the occa-
sional sunny spell. In winter, mountains may be covered in snow for
many weeks, but the cities and towns will rarely see snow. Some
small towns, such as my hometown, will have the odd day of snow,
but it is in small amounts, and more picturesque than problematic.
Last year, we had a 'White Christmas' in my hometown. On
Christmas Eve, very late at night it began to snow. The next morn-
ing, the fields and roads around my neighborhood were cloaked in
white, and looked like a Christmas Card!
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
