There are many Christmas songs, but "The12Days of Christmas"
is one of the most interesting ones. Its origins are unclear. It is
believed to have begun in France. The earliest recorded version was
in 1780 in England, but the song dates back earlier than that. It may
have started as a game, where participants kept adding verses until
someone could no longer remember the order.

The song starts with, "On the first day of Christmas my true love
gave to me, a partridge in a pear tree." In each successive verse gifts
are added until the 12th day, and the previous verses are repeated.

The verses are as follows:

On the day of Christmas my true love gave to me, First - a par-
tridge in a pear tree
Second - two turtle doves Third - three French hens
Fourth - four colly birds  Fifth - five golden rings
Sixth - six geese-a-laying  Seventh - seven swans-a-swimming
Eighth - eight maids-a-milking  Ninth - nine ladies dancing
Tenth - ten lords-a-leaping  Eleventh - eleven pipers piping
Twelfth - twelve drummers drumming

As with many folk songs there are many versions of the lyrics.
The lyrics commonly used in America today are based on Perry
Como's 1953 version. In addition to Perry Como's version many
other versions are popular. If you look around, I'm sure you'll find a
version that appeals to you. See you.
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
